Scope

Dharma Sagar is a mandal with 28
villages (cities), each with 1000-5000
families. From these families, there
are approximately 16,200 children
ages 3-14 years. Almost 5,100, or 31%
of the children cannot afford to go to
school of any kind.

Priorities

1. Educate children from 3-14 years
($250/year)

2. Educate youth ages 15+ with scholarship
and tuition assistance ($250-$350/year)

3. Provide support and vocational assistance
to dropouts ($2500-$3500/year)

4. Provide special needs assistance to the
community

Ways to Help
